Dear Parents:

Last week, our eleventh grade had the privilege of hearing a shiur by Rav Mayer Lichtenstein. Rav Lichten-
stein discussed the ways that the beginning of Sefer Shemot refers back to Sefer Breishit. Specifically, he iden-
tified the antecedents to Egyptian culture that are found in some of the civilizations described in Sefer Breishit,
including Bavel and Sedom. Rav Lichtenstein went on to suggest that the reason for Am Yisrael’s long jour-
ney in the midbar was to provide them with a new model for nationhood. If Am Yisrael had proceeded directly
to their own land, they would have governed it according to the notions of leadership that they had observed in
Egypt, perhaps even enslaving the weak of their society. The purpose of the journey in the midbar was to en-
able Bnei Yisrael to think in new ways about how they would govern their nation, to enable them to depart
from the values of Egyptian culture and build a society based on social justice--“ve-atem yedatem et nefesh ha-
ger.”

Rav Lichtenstein’s shiur made me think about how we teach the value of “ve-atem yedatem et nefesh ha-ger” to
our children, as a school and as a community. The story of yetziat Mitzrayim contains a particularistic message
about the unique relationship between Bnei Yisrael and Hashem, but it also contains a universalistic message
about equality, social justice, and compassion for the weak of society. I find it an ongoing challenge to inte-
grate the two messages in a way that does justice to both.

As a school, one of our most important challenges is to help each of our students think about how to identify as
a deeply committed Jew who is part of the distinctive legacy of Avraham Avinu, while also identifying as a
member of humanity who feels a sense of empathy and connection to all people. On our Shabbaton, our sen-
iors ran a session that asked students to think about how they would prioritize their giving if they had a large
sum of money that they could contribute to one or two worthy causes. They were asked to consider whether
they would donate their money to a humanitarian mission to Sudan, to Jews in Sderot, to Tomchei Shabbos, to a
Jewish community in Omaha, or to Ma’ayanot. The session sparked discussion about how we might integrate
and balance our commitments to the various communities that are dear to us. I hope that this discussion will
continue in different ways, at home and at school, throughout our students’ education.

My column in The Stream is usually devoted to apprising you of upcoming events at Ma’ayanot. However, |
also value the opportunity to communicate about the educational and affective goals that shape our students’
experience at Ma’ayanot. [ would welcome any thoughts that you have about the challenge of imparting the
value of “ve-atem yedatem et nefesh ha-ger,” and I look forward to our continuing partnership in the education
of your daughters.

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— YR e Parshat vayetze
A Dvar Torah by Ms. sarah Gordon
This week's parsha begins with Yaakov's fleeing his father's house after trick-
ing Yitzhak into giving him the bracha for the first-born son. It is interesting
o — that the Torah remains silent on this matter, neither absolving Yaakov of guilt
0 nor castigating him for his deception. However, if one looks closely at the inci-

dents taking place in this week's parsha, one can see that that Torah does contain
a critique of Yaakov's actions and a message for future generations.

At the beginning of the parsha, Yaakov is thrust into the harsh realities of the outside world. He must flee
his father’s home with nothing but the clothes on his back, and leave the protection of Eretz Israel to
travel on his own to a strange land. All of a sudden, Yaakov must deal with the nuances and difficulties of
trying to make it on his own in what has become a challenging life. First, after making an agreement to
work for Lavan for seven years in return for the hand of his daughter Rachel in marriage, Yaakov discov-
ers that Rachel is switched that same night for Leah. Yaakov must now work an additional seven years for
the right woman. Then, he must deal with the conflicts between his wives, as well as managing the poli-
tics of a polygamous household, as Yaakov finds himself traded one night from one wife to another. Fi-
nally, when Yaakov decides that he must leave Lavan's house, he is subjected to having his wages
changed again and again, as Lavan tries to trick Yaakov out of his earnings.

I believe that there are two messages being sent to Yaakov through all of these challenges. The first mes-
sage is a criticism of Yaakov's taking both the 7372 and the 77122 from Esav. Yaakov cannot fail to see
that he is the victim of deception in the subsequent incidents in his life. He is tricked by his father in law,
when he himself tricked his father. The consequence of this deception is an older child being placed be-
fore the younger one, the reversal of Yaakov's actions of placing himself before his older brother. This
veiled criticism of Yaakov is also seen in Lavan's response to Yaakov's anger the morning after the wed-
ding, when Lavan responds, "77°527 °19% 77°W87 nn% unIpna 19 awye 8Y" (Breishit 29:26). Furthermore, Ya-
akov then continues to be tricked in both Lavan's house with regard to his wages, as well as later on in his
life, when his sons carry out a deception for 22 years, allowing Yaakov to think that his favorite son Yosef
is dead, another incident where a father is tricked by his sons over an issue concerning another son. Addi-
tionally, in the incident of the 2°&77, Yaakov finds himself "sold" from one wife to another without being
made aware of the deal. This incident is reminiscent of when Yaakov bought the birthright from Esav in
return for lentil soup, taking advantage of his hunger. Here, however, Yaakov is the one being sold instead
of the 712.

The first lesson being taught to Yaakov through these incidents is that, despite whatever religious justifi-
cations he may have had for taking both the birthright and the blessings, his methods were still incorrect
and there are consequences for those actions. The ends cannot justify the means and one cannot engage in
deception and still maintain an uncomplicated and pristine life. Yaakov chose certain methods to get what
he felt was necessary, and, as a consequence, faces deception for the rest of his life..

Yaakov's second lesson is that he, the 2°97% 2w on ¥R, is now very much being thrust into the 77w, the
domain of Esav. Originally, it seems that Yaakov, being quiet and passive, was more comfortable remain-
ing in the domain of the 27X than having to deal with the harsh realities of the 77w. Many commentators
point out that this was why Yitzhak originally wanted to give the blessing to Esav instead. However,

Rivka saw more in her younger son than what met the eye, that deep down, Yaakov also had the potential
to be both a 2°78 2w and an 77w woX. In this week's parsha, Yaakov is put to the test. Can a 2°27% 2w
survive as an 77w w°X? Here the message is more positive, as Yaakov is able to navigate the murky chal-
lenges of the outside world without losing his moral compass. He is able to balance both aspects of his
personality; working hard in the 77w by dealing with the difficulties of raising and supporting a family,
without resorting again to cutting corners and trickery.

These are two important lessons that we can apply to our own lives as Modern Orthodox Jews. First, our
actions, no matter how justified, always have consequences. One only has to gaze at newspaper headlines
of the past few years to see how this has played out for both Jews and non-Jews who cut corners in the
business world. Secondly, we see that though it may be difficult to balance our spiritual and secular sides,
it is possible to succeed in both, with both aspects of our personality complementing each other. It is al-
ways easier to subscribe to an ideology that advocates only one of those aspects, but the challenge of
Modern Orthodoxy is to be able follow in Yaakov's path and succeed in both.
