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Chazal can learn a lot from a couple of missing yuds.  We read this Shabbat, 
in Parshat Vayakhel, that the leaders of the twelve tribes donated the pre-
cious stones to be used in the Kohen Gadol’s special garments (Shemot 

35:27).  However, the word "n’si’im," leaders, is spelled here without either 
of the two yuds with which it is spelled elsewhere.   

Rashi quotes a Midrash that gives us a reason for this atypical spelling.  
When the project of building the Mishkan was undertaken, various materials 
needed to be donated.  Instead of taking charge, the leaders decided to let 

the public contribute what it could, and the leaders nobly pledged to fill in 
whatever else was left.  However, the leaders underestimated the people’s ap-

preciation for the importance of this Divine edifice and the unique opportunity they had to be a part of it.  
Amazingly, the overwhelming response of the people quickly satisfied the requirements for the Mishkan.  
The leaders did in fact provide the stones, but failing to take the lead cost them a couple of yuds in the To-
rah.   

Don’t feel too bad for the leaders, though.  They were quick learners who didn’t make the same mistake 
twice.  When the time came to dedicate the Mishkan, they were first on the scene with twelve days of gen-
erous donations.   

This weekend is the Ma’ayanot annual Scholarship Fund dinner, an opportunity for us to support a won-
derful and vital Torah institution.  I would like to thank all those who were involved in making this year’s 
dinner a success, both those who jumped in first and those who waited to the end, for all your donations 
are vital to our supporting our special school.  I look forward to greeting you all on Motzaei Shabbat.

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Dr. Tova Lichtenstein at Ma'ayanot 

Ma'ayanot Seniors, and a nice turnout of faculty members, were 
privileged to meet with Dr. Tova Lichtenstein for a thought pro-
voking and lively "Q and A" session on Friday morning, March 
12. Dr. Lichtenstein, a social worker who lives in Israel, is the 
daughter of Rav Yosef Dov HaLevi Soloveitchik, known as "The 
Rav," and the wife of Rav Aharon Lichtenstein of Yeshivat Har 
Etzion. 
 
The first question posed raised the issue of whether girls and 
boys should learn the same things. Dr. Lichtenstein answered that 
the criterion should be that each child, whether boy or girl, 
should be taught according to his or her ability. Of course, she 

continued, with learning comes responsibility, and that she is 
pleased to see that many young women who learn on the same 
level as men also participate as fully as they can in religious life. 

 
Dr. Lichtenstein was asked what she feels are the greatest challenges facing young Modern Orthodox 
women today, and she engaged her group by stating that she preferred the term religious Jews; that 
"modern" and "Orthodox" were not words she liked to see to-
gether. Why? Because the modern world presents difficulties 
which can be antithetical to a traditional Jewish lifestyle, 
among them the seductions of material wealth, which can gen-
erate an inappropriate sense of entitlement; and the pervasive-
ness of sexuality outside the privacy and sanctity of marriage.  
Young women today are also challenged, Dr. Lichtenstein con-
tinued, by the conflicting pressures of their roles as wife, 
mother and career woman. The positive side of this, Dr. Lich-
tenstein continued, is that men are stepping forward to assume 
more responsibility in the spheres of home and family. Those 
were certainly words that most members of a Ma'ayanot audi-
ence liked 
to hear!
