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Seware e lees of 1arelih,

Most people know that the "ldes" refers to the 15th of March. What's less well known is that the term
"ldes" also is used for the 15th of May, July and October and is applied to the 13th of other months on the
Roman calendar. So, since each month has its "ides,” why need we beware of the "ldes of March," spe-
cifically? Those familiar with History or English literature will know the answer; in 44 BCE, on March
15, Julius Caesar was stabbed to death in the Roman Senate. He had been advised by his "seer" to beware
that date, and so, by not heeding that admonition, met an early and grizzly demise. These events form the
basis of William Shakespeare's play, "Julius Caesar."

From these events, the phrase "ldes of March" as a date to avoid has entered into common
parlance. This past weekend's weather certainly lent credence to the warning that the date -
as well as the days leading up to it - bring danger, and sadly, tragedy. We in the Ma'ayanot
family are grateful that we were relatively unscathed and extend our compassion to those
who suffered real loss. 13
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Parshat Vayikra - a dvar Torah by Ms. Shira Billet

The book of Exodus concludes with a scene of disappointment. After all that the Israelites had been through in
Egypt and the desert, and after the trauma of the sin of the golden calf, the Mishkan had been built. The entire com-
munity had come together, under the leadership of Moshe and Betzalel, to jointly build God’s sanctuary, and after
the structure is finally completed, there is a great sense of anticipation. Now God and Israel will be able to commu-
nicate directly — after all, the purpose of the Mishkan was to created a sanctuary so that God “may dwell among
them.” But when the final nail is hammered in, something very different happens:

And Moses finished the work. Then a cloud covered the Ohel Mo’ed (Tent of Meeting), and the Shehinah (presence
of God) filled the Mishkan (Tabernacle). Moses could not enter the Ohel Mo’ed, because a cloud had settled upon it
and the presence of God filled the Mishkan (Ex. 40: 33-35).

The Mishkan is built, but Moshe can’t get inside! He can’t get to the Ohel Mo’ed, the place where conversation and
communion with God occurs. What a disappointment! We close up the book of Exodus with this feeling of disap-
pointment and nervousness. What has the building of the Mishkan accomplished? What is God thinking? Will God
ever open up and let the Israelites in?

The book of Leviticus opens with the most lovely words, after the disappointing conclusion of Exodus: “He called
to Moshe, and God spoke to him from the Ohel Mo’ed...” (Lev. 1:1) Rashi writes that the language of keriah
(calling — vayikrah) is the language of love. God called out lovingly to Moshe. After the disappointment of potential
rejection, Moshe is lovingly called to the Ohel Mo’ed. The phrase, “He called to Moshe” — vayikra el Moshe - is a
unique one in the Torah. It is rare that God calls out to a human being with the verb “called”; God often speaks (va-
yedabber) to people, but rarely calls out. The midrash picks up on this uniquely loving mode of address and ex-
plores the various components: God lovingly calls to Moshe by name.

In a fascinating midrash in Leviticus Rabbah, Hazal explore the possibility that God could have called to Moshe by
one of his other names. After all, according to Hazal, Moshe had many names. But God chose to call Moshe by the
name, Moshe, that had been given to him by the daughter of Pharaoh, in Exodus chapter 2. Consider the following
strange midrash about Moshe’s many names. It begins with an inscrutable verse from the book of Chronicles:

The book of Chronicles (Divrei Ha-yamim) was given only for the sake of interpretation/ exegesis. [For example,
take the following verse:] “And his Judean wife gave birth to Yared father of G’dor, and to Haver father of Sokho,
and to Yekutiel father of Z’noah — these are the children of Batyah daughter of Pharaoh whom Mared had mar-
ried”” (1 Chron. 4:18)

The verse that the midrash quotes here is very strange. It says that someone’s Judean wife gave birth to a number of
children. Then it says that these children are actually the children of Pharaoh’s daughter, Batyah. How can the child
of a Judean woman also be the child of Pharaoh’s daughter? Let’s see what the midrash does with this verse:

“And his Judean wife” — this is Yoheved. But was she from the tribe of Judah? Was she not from the tribe of Levi?
Why, then, was she called Judean? Because she helped bring Judeans into the world [perhaps in her capacity as
one of the Hebrew midwives in Egypt, according to the midrash]. “Gave birth to Yared™ — this is Moses... Because
he brought down [horid] the Torah from on high to the lower realms. Another interpretation: Because he brought
the Shehinah (presence of God) from on high to the lower realms...

“father of G’dor” — There were many lawmakers and leaders that arose in Israel, but this one [Moses] was the fa-
ther of them all. *“And Haver” — for he connected (hiber) the children to their father in heaven. Another interpreta-
tion: Haver, because he caused punishment to pass (he’evir) from the world. “Father of Sokho™ — he was the father
of all the prophets who would have visions through the divine spirit... “Yekutiel”” ... Because he caused the sons to
have faith in (mi-kavin) their father in heaven...

The midrash shows that the Judean wife is actually Yokheved, mother of Moshe, and that each of the children men-
tioned in the verse are not distinct children, but different names for one particular child, Moshe, that reflect his many

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wonderful attributes: Giver of the Torah, lawmaker, prophet, spiritual leader, peacemaker. If Moshe had all of these
other names that reflect his amazing qualities, why would God call to him, at the beginning of the book of Leviticus,
by the name Moshe? The midrash continues:

“These are the sons of Batyah daughter of Pharaoh” ... God said to Batyah daughter of Pharach, Moses was not
your son but you called him your son — so too, you are not my daughter yet I call you my daughter [hence her name
Batyah means: daughter of God]. Moses has 10 names... God said to Moses: By your life, of all the names that you
have been called, | shall not call out to you except by the name that Batyah daughter of Pharoh called you. “And
she called his name Moshe” (*“Va-tikrah shemo Moshe™) — and God called to Moshe (““Va-yikrah el Moshe™).

In this moment of loving calling out, at the beginning of the book of Leviticus, God gives precedence to the name of
Moshe that was given to him by an Egyptian woman, the daughter of Pharaoh, rather than any of his other, more
spiritual — or more “Jewish” — names. Why? Out of gratitude to the daughter of Pharaoh for saving Moshe’s life and
calling him her son. Essentially, God mimics, in calling to Moshe to enter the Mishkan, the moment when Moshe
was named by Pharaoh’s daughter: Just as she “called him Moshe,” God “called out to Moshe.” The moment of en-
tering the Mishkan, the most spiritual earthly moment of Moshe’s life, is a moment of reaffirmation of his “least
spiritual” name. This name is not reflective of Moshe’s accomplishments as a leader, but of the fact that he was once
loved by a kind woman who loved him unconditionally. God too reaffirms this unconditional love at the moment of
calling Moshe into the Mishkan, precisely by calling him: Moshe.

Each of us, too, has many names. Our birth name, the nicknames that our parents and friends call us, names that are
loving and names that are hurtful, titles like “editor” or “captain” or “ambassador.” When we read the first verse of
the book of Leviticus, we should think of the name we have that is the most important or most meaningful to us. Is it
our given name, or some other name? Is it a name that reflects the fact that we are accomplished or the name that
reflects the fact that we are loved? In our parashah, God creates a model for thinking about the importance of our
names.

Juniors Travel to YU to hear Rabbi Jonathan Sacks

Juniors, accompanied by Mrs. Shifra Schapiro, Ms. Elana Flaumenhaft and Rabbi Daniel
Besser, got a bit of college experience and a chance to see friends from schools all over
the NY area when Yeshiva University invited them to hear an address by Rabbi Lord
Jonathan Sacks, Chief Rabbi of the United Kingdom. Rabbi Sacks is in America to re-
ceive the inaugural Norman Lamm prize from Yeshiva University for his contribution to
academic and Jewish life.

Rabbi Sacks is an energetic and personable speaker who started his presentation by leav-

ing the lectern behind and calling out each school by name so the students could cheer. He
told an anecdote about being invited to write a dvar Torah for President Bill Clinton, in
which he showed how Moshe Rabbeinu emphasized the importance of education in his

“inaugural address” to the Jewish people in Shemot, chapters 12-13. A phrase of Rabbi
Sacks’ coinage now graces the British Ministry of Education’s literature: “To defend a country requires an
army; to defend a civilization requires schools.” He urged the students to never stop learning, to seize Jew-
ish leadership opportunities and to realize that individual acts can change the world. Each point was
brought home with anecdotes told with humor and verve. Some of Rabbi Sacks' remarks were drawn from
questions that had been submitted to him prior to the program, Among the questions prepared by
Ma'ayanot were: Working in England, how does the Chief Rabbi feel about the government cutting Holo-
caust studies out of the public school curriculum? Does the state ever interfere with religious rulings? How
much involvement does the Chief Rabbi have in politics? Is it good for the country to have a Chief
Rabbi? For the community? Should America have one?

The Jewish people are fortunate to have Rabbi Sacks represent Judaism on the world stage, and we were
fortunate to have the opportunity to hear him.
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Ma'ayanot Students Recognized by Toshiba/Exploravision

This year, Ma'ayanot has been pleased to report on the success some of our students have been having
through our new Science Research Program. This elective class, led by Mrs. Phyllis Serfaty, exposes stu-
dents to the principles of scientific research, including identifying a problem, doing a literature search and
then postulating creative solutions.

Three of our ninth graders, Ariella Ap-
plebaum, Eliana Applebaum and
Elana Forman, knew that salamanders
are capable of regenerating a lost limb
but humans are not. They wondered why
this is so, and their examination of exist-
ing literature and research revealed that
the crucial difference, in this regard, be-
tween the species is that when a sala-
mander loses a limb the cut edge forms a
mass of undifferentiated cells called a
blastema but, cut human appendages do
not. This blastema is a mass of "basic"
unspecialized cells that can then re-form
all of the different types of cells it takes
to grow the missing limb. Humans lack

the girls posed was, is it possible to halt scar
tissue formation when a human loses a limb
and instead stimulate blastema formation, the
cells of which contain the multipotential cells y
that can grow and specialize into a new limb?

Ariella, Eliana and Elana proposed the devel-
opment of what they named "Regen X," a
"protein cocktail” that could inhibit human scar .
tissue formation and that would stimulate [-
blastema formation instead. They presented
their research to the Toshiba/ NSTA Explorav-
ision competition, as previously reported in
"The Stream" and were recognized as regional
award winners who are now eligible to com-

pete for prizes on the national level. Eliana, Elana and Ariella take turns explaining their project

At the conclusion of her talk she also interjected a humorous note: because she
~ is such a capable lip reader, she has been employed by the New York Police to
“interpret” silent surveillance videos!

The tone turned serious, however, when Mrs. Katz shared what came next...her
parents, upon learning that in fact Mrs. Katz could not hear, sent her to a board-
- ing school for the deaf to learn to communicate. This separation was hard for
someone so young, but Mrs. Katz put a positive spin on it because she feels
lucky that the school was a Jewish school. Many deaf children, she said, grow
up without enough learning of their Jewish heritage. This was in the late 1930’s,
| and Mrs. Katz was motivated to learn to communicate with both the hearing

and the non hearing world as Hitler’s shadow was then beginning to stretch

Mrs. Eileen Katz tells her story over Europe, and she was frightened for herself and her family and wanted to

know what was going on.

Mrs. Katz also explained how British and American sign language differ, helping the audience see that
sign language, like spoken language, is a reflection of cultural norms as well as syntactical rules. She
shared some additional incidents in her life, including the fact that she grew up to be a teacher, married
and has five hearing children, including a son who is a Rabbi at the Mir Yeshiva in Yerushalayim. Mrs.
Katz is also a contributing author to the memoir, “Deaf Women’s Lives: Three Self-Portraits,” which can
be found in the Ma’ayanot library.
