Yom YemsmLa Y L Past and Present

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The newest holiday in the Jewish calendar is the one that falls on the 28" day of the month of Iyar, the day
we call "Yom Yerushalayim.” It is a day on which we celebrate the liberation and reunification of our holy
city in 1967. It is hard to imagine that this day, experienced so recently, would have any connection to the
Tanakh or to the events that took place 2500 years ago. But they do. The first time we read the expression
"Yom Yerushalayim" is in the book of Tehillim, where, in the 137" psalm, Israel asks G-d to remember the
perfidy of their cousins the Edomites, who cheered the destruction of Jerusalem and encouraged the enemy
with shouts of "tear her down to her very foundations." So the enemy spoke on the day called "Yom
Yerushalayim," the day that Jerusalem was destroyed. And, after 2,553 years, G-d changed the meaning of
those words.

The second Temple prophet Zecharia describes the tragedies that would befall Jerusalem in the future. "I
shall gather all the nations against Jerusalem for war. And the city shall be captured and houses de-
stroyed ...and half the city shall be exiled but the rest of the people will not be separated from the city."
Here, in chapter 14, Zecharia predicts the results of the 1948 War of Independence. But he does more than
that as he continues to say "and G-d shall go out and fight against those nations," with the final result that
eventually Hashem alone will rule over the entire world.

As we celebrate the 43 anniversary of this great miracle, our 43 "Yom Yerushalayim," it behooves us to
consider seriously the remarkable events of 1967. Beyond the military, political, social and economic im-
pact of those events is the religious significance of those six days in June. We have brought to fruition the
words of the prophet; G-d has taken the day of infamy and made it a day of celebration. No longer is Yom
Yerushalayim a day of tragedy, but a day of triumph. As the psalmist wrote in chapter 30, " *19o0n n>on
"7 21nn%, Hashem has changed our day of mourning to a day of jubilation.

I have never fully understood the reluctance to recite the Hallel on Yom Yerushalayim. We who lived
through those difficult weeks remember well the feeling of dread and the doomsayers predicting the end of
the State of Israel. We remember the prayers, the demonstrations and the sleepless nights. And we remem-
ber, too, the euphoria we felt when we heard the news report that 1*172a nxan n!

When we consider how close the Jews in Israel came to annihilation and the military miracle of an out-
numbered army defeating her enemies on three fronts in six days, how can we keep from shouting: "nt
T nwy oi'n,"” "only G-d could have brought this about!" How can we not thank Hashem? How can we
even doubt the obligation to recite the Hallel?!

Celebrating Yom Yerushalayim this year was somewhat difficult for me and yet also more meaningful.
Difficult, because | recall experiencing the moving celebrations first-hand last year IN Jerusalem, and
meaningful for that very same reason!

Some months ago, the Jews in Jerusalem celebrated the reopening of the Hurva synagogue in the Old City.
This ancient shul, built right above the Ramban’s shul of the thirteenth century, was the only synagogue

allowed to stand after the Jordanians had destroyed the other 68 shuls during their nineteen year occupation
of the Old City. The beautiful structure was restored to its original glory after having been used for an ani-
mal pen by the occupying forces. Today, we can enter the synagogue where Jews from the eighteenth cen-
tury prayed and recite the same tefillot and hear the words of
Torah as they once did. The Jerusalem that was once con-
trolled by foreigners has been returned to Her rightful own-
ers. The city once-divided has been reunited, just as Zecha-
riah predicted. The Yom Yerushalayim that was once a day of
tragedy has become a day of joy. We have returned. And we
must openly proclaim that, unquestionably, " nwy bIn nt
1,"it is G-d, and could ONLY be G-d, who brought this
about, and so we are also obligated to "1I2 nnnwal n'7:21." Let
us all rejoice together!
